The	18th	century	also	marked	the	end	of	the	Polish–Lithuanian	Commonwealth	as	an
independent	state.	Its	semi-democratic	government	system	was	not	robust	enough	to	prevent	partition	by	the	neighboring	states	of	Austria,	Prussia,	and	Russia.	In	West	Asia,	Nader	Shah	led	Persia	in	successful	military	campaigns.	The	Ottoman	Empire	experienced	a	period	of	peace,	taking	no	part	in	European	wars	from	1740	to	1768.	As	a	result,	the
empire	was	not	exposed	to	Europe's	military	improvements	during	the	Seven	Years'	War.	The	Ottoman	military	consequently	lagged	behind	and	suffered	several	defeats	against	Russia	in	the	second	half	of	the	century.	In	South	Asia,	the	death	of	Mughal	emperor	Aurangzeb	was	followed	by	the	expansion	of	the	Maratha	Confederacy	and	an	increasing
level	of	European	influence	and	control	in	the	region.	In	1739,	Persian	emperor	Nader	Shah	invaded	and	plundered	Delhi,	the	capital	of	the	Mughal	Empire.	Later,	his	general	Ahmad	Shah	Durrani	scored	another	victory	against	the	Marathas,	the	then	dominant	power	in	India,	in	the	Third	Battle	of	Panipat	in	1761.[8]	By	the	middle	of	the	century,	the
British	East	India	Company	began	to	conquer	eastern	India,[9][8]	and	by	the	end	of	the	century,	the	Anglo-Mysore	Wars	against	Tipu	Sultan	and	his	father	Hyder	Ali,	led	to	Company	rule	over	the	south.[10][11]	In	East	Asia,	the	century	was	marked	by	the	High	Qing	era,	a	period	characterized	by	significant	cultural	and	territorial	expansion.	This	period
also	experienced	relative	peace	and	prosperity,	allowing	for	societal	growth,	increasing	literacy	rates,	flourishing	trade,	and	consolidating	imperial	power	across	the	vast	Qing	dynasty's	territories. In	Southeast	Asia,	the	Konbaung–Ayutthaya	Wars	and	the	Tây	Sơn	Wars	broke	out	while	the	Dutch	East	India	Company	established	increasing	levels	of	control	over	the	Mataram	Sultanate.	In	Africa,	the	Ethiopian	Empire
underwent	the	Zemene	Mesafint,	a	period	when	the	country	was	ruled	by	a	class	of	regional	noblemen	and	the	emperor	was	merely	a	figurehead. Page	3	Slippage	refers	to	the	situation	in	the	trade	where	the	difference	occurs	between	the	expected	price	and	the	actual	executed	price,	no	matter	it	is	a	market	order,	a	take-profit	order,	a	stop	loss	order	or	any	entry	order.	When	a	pending	order	in	the	trading	platform	is	triggered	and	then	the	order	is	sent	into	the	market,	it	will
automatically	look	for	the	best	price	according	to	the	trading	logic	in	the	market.	But	at	that	moment,	once	the	market	price	changes,	even	slightly,	the	actual	executed	price	of	that	order	may	differ	from	the	intended	price.	This	difference	in	execution	is	called	“slippage”.	Theoretically,	slippage	can	occur	at	any	time	or	in	different	markets.	It	is	a
market	risk	that	cannot	be	avoided	and	cannot	be	completely	controlled	by	trading	platforms/brokers.	The	occurrence	of	slippage	is	affected	by	several	factors,	including	price	delay	or	network	delay,	market	volatilities	(such	as	gapping),	trading	order	size,	market	liquidity	and	the	interrelated	issues	of	the	above.	In	short,	a	slippage	occurs	when	an
order	placed	cannot	find	the	perfect	match	in	the	market.	In	forex	market,	slippage	is	often	talked	about	because	it	may	cause	loss	to	traders.	But	the	truth	is	that	there	is	no	slippage	problem	in	most	market	conditions.	Is	slippage	always	bad	for	a	trader?	Traders	generally	feel	uneasy	about	slippage.	However,	a	slippage	does	not	necessarily	mean	“the
price	moves	against	the	trader”.	Any	difference	between	the	expected	price	and	the	actual	executed	price	is	regarded	as	a	slippage.	Under	normal	circumstances,	the	order	is	executed	in	the	logic	of	the	best	possible	trading	price,	so	that	the	final	executed	price	maybe	even	better	than	expected.	This	is	called	“positive	slippage”,	otherwise,	it	is	called
“negative	slippage”.	If	the	trader	wants	to	reduce	the	occurrence	of	slippage,	he	should	pay	more	attention	to	the	following	situations	when	trading:	Avoid	trading	during	volatile	periods	(usually	comes	with	a	sudden	drop	in	market	liquidity),	such	as	the	release	of	important	economic	data. If	EUR/USD	eventually	rises	to	1.1605,	10,000	euros	will	be	equivalent	to	11,605	dollars,	and	if	the	investor	chooses	to	sell	the	euros	in	hand,
the	profit	is	(11605–11600)	dollars	=	5	USD.		Thus,	for	the	5-pips	movement,	the	investor	gains	$5.	(Each	pip	is	equivalent	to	$1	when	holding	10,000	euros.)		When	an	investor	buys	10,000	dollars	against	yen	at	the	market	price	of	USD/JPY	=	106.00,	by	logic,	he	pays	1060000	yen.	If	USD/JPY	finally	rises	to	106.08,	that	is,	10,000	dollars	will	be
equivalent	to	1060800	yen,	and	if	the	investor	chooses	to	sell	dollars	to	close	out	his	position,	the	profit	is	(1060800–1060000)	yen	=	800	yen. The	Importance	of	Forex	Pip	Value	Forex	trading	can	be	a	very	profitable	endeavor,	but	it	is	also	risky.	One	of	the	most	important	factors	that	determine	risk	is	the	pip	value.	Pip	values	are	the	prices	at	which	orders
are	executed	in	forex	markets.	They	are	used	to	calculate	margin	requirements	and	can	significantly	impact	a	trader’s	profitability.
